INSTRUCTIONS FOR ATTENDING THE PANAAWTM CONFERENCE

March 25-27, 2010

Welcome to the 2010 PANAAWTM Conference. We look forward to seeing you in March!  We will be celebrating our 25th anniversary of our gatherings together.

Below are some details and information.  Please notify us immediately if you need a handicap accessible room.  

If you applied for a travel scholarship, you must submit a receipt that shows the price of your fare.  We will be keeping the copy of your receipt. The maximum amount of reimbursement is $200 for travel, less if your fare was less.  For those driving to Boston, we will reimburse 50 cents per mile (the IRS 2010 Standard Mileage Rate) plus tolls. Mileage will be determined by Mapquest. Please bring a printout from Mapquest of your mileage route to EDS/Auburndale, MA and the receipts for your tolls. If you applied for room and board scholarship, your night(s) at the Walker Center will already be taken care of. Call or e-mail Gale Yee (617-682-1543, gyee@eds.edu) if you have any questions.

A. TRAVEL TO AND FROM BOSTON/CAMBRIDGE/NEWTON AREA 

1.  BY AIR
Please make travel arrangements soon.  See the www.travelocity.com, or www.expedia.com for discounted fares. You need a credit card to use these websites.  

The nearest airport is Boston, Logan Airport. Registration and our first opening event panel will be at Episcopal Divinity School on Thursday, March 25th.  Please see GROUND TRANSPORTATION below on how to get to Episcopal Divinity School from Logan Airport. We will charter a bus to bring you from EDS to the Walker Center at 9:30 pm after the opening panel.

2. BY TRAIN

For those coming from NYC or other Northeast cities served by Amtrak, the train is often cheaper and is more convenient.  With extra time needed to get to the airport, the train can be as fast as flying.  There are frequent runs to Boston South Station--check the Amtrak website.

3. BY BUS

B. GROUND TRANSPORTATION FROM BOSTON LOGAN AIRPORT OR SOUTH STATION TO EPISCOPAL DIVINITY SCHOOL, 99 BRATTLE STREET, CAMBRIDGE, MA, FOR REGISTRATION (2-4:30 pm Burnham Hall, Tyler Room) AND OPENING PANEL (7 pm Sherrill Hall, Room 3A) ON THURSDAY, March 25th.  

See the school website, http://www.eds.edu/sec.asp?cat=16&page=139, for directions from South Station and Boston Logan Airport, including walking directions from the “T” stop (the Boston subway is called the “T”) and maps.  The easiest and cheapest way is to take the Silver Line at the airport terminal to South Station stop and transfer to the Red Line. And then take the Red Line to Harvard Station and walk up Brattle St. to EDS. The campus map can be found at http://www.eds.edu/CURRENT/PDF/CampusMap/CampusMap.pdf. Registration begins at 2 pm. in Burnham Hall (Tyler Room).  See the EDS campus map for location.


A cab from Logan Airport to EDS, depending on whether or not traffic is heavy, will cost around $45.  It will be less for South Station cab to EDS, but it is simply cheaper to take the Red Line subway to Harvard Square rather than take a cab.  Have the taxi drop you at the intersection of Hastings and Phillips Street, which is the campus entrance closest to Burnham Hall.  See campus map on website.

D. GROUND TRANSPORTATION TO WALKER CENTER

A bus will take everyone on Thursday evening to the Walker Center, after the opening panel session at Episcopal Divinity School.  If you are NOT arriving on Thursday, March 25th at Episcopal Divinity School by 9:30 p.m., you will need to get to the Walker Center on your own.  The bus will leave EDS at 9:30 pm sharp!

From Boston airport, the easiest and cheapest way to Walker Center is the subway.  For the subway, take the shuttle bus that leaves from all the terminals to the Blue Line subway station or “T.”  Ask the bus driver to make sure you get on the right bus (there are several).  At the station, blue line, take the Inbound train to Boston.  Get off at Government Center stop (4 stops) and get on the Green Line to Park Street.  At Park St. find the D Green Line to Riverside, going to Riverside.  Stay on to the end.  You will be at the MBTA Riverside Station, which is a half mile walk from the Walker Center (8-10 min.).  Turn left on Grove St. and go until you reach Hancock Rd.  The Walker Center will be immediately in front of you, corner of Grove and Hancock.  

From South Station, take the Inbound Red Line to Park St.  Change to D Green line to Riverside. Follow directions above to end of line and Walker Center.

To drive, go to highway 128/U.S. 95 and get off at exit number 22, Grove St. Bear right.  You will pass the MBTA station.  Go one half mile on Grove St. to where it forks with Hancock St.  The Center is at that intersection.  Parking lot is on Grove St. 

A taxi to the Walker Center from the airport is about $55.

Most of you will return home on Saturday. Those of you who are returning home on Sunday, please note that the “T” schedule is less frequent. You should allow 1½ hours to get from the Walker Center to the airport or South Station.   It may also be possible on Saturday or Sunday to share cabs to the airport or South Station, about $55.  Remember, you must be at the airport about 2 hours before flight departure these days.

If you wish to stay longer in the Boston area, you must make your own arrangements with the Walker Center. 

E.  WEATHER


Weather in late March in New England is variable, averaging in the upper 40s.  Check a weather report for Boston before coming. Nights will be in the 30s.  

F.  WHAT TO BRING
1) Bring layers of clothes to take on or off for flexibility.  Dress is casual—be comfortable!  You will be walking outside between meeting areas and sleeping rooms.  Linens will be provided.  Sleeping rooms are in large houses with wooden floors.  You only need to bring personal items.  Most rooms have a shared bath, so you may want to bring a robe or wrap.  Each house has a kitchen and living room.  We will provide light snacks and coffee making supplies for each house.

2) Bring money to buy in the small gift shop at Walker Center.

3) We will have a gift giving ritual at our closing worship on Friday evening.  Bring a small, modest gift to give to someone else (these will be distributed at random).  This gift should embody the conference theme of health care, body, and spirituality for you.  Be sure it will be easy to take home in luggage.  

4) Pack as lightly as possible. It will be easier to negotiate public transit without a lot of heavy luggage.

5). If you have applied for a travel scholarship, please bring a copy of your  receipt that shows the price of your fare.  We will be keeping this receipt for the IRS. The maximum amount of reimbursement is $200, less if your fare was less.   

6) The conference center does have Wifi, if you want to bring your netbooks.
